Information about your Drinking Water
The sources of drinking water (both tap water and bottled water) include rivers, lakes, streams, ponds, reservoirs, springs, and wells.  As water travels over the surface of the land or through the ground, it dissolves naturally-occurring minerals and, in some cases, radioactive material, and can pick up substances resulting from the presence of animals or from human activity.
Drinking water, including bottled water, may reasonably be expected to contain at least small amounts of some contaminants.  The presence of contaminants does not necessarily indicate that water poses a health risk.  More information about contaminants and potential health effects can be obtained by calling the EPAs Safe Drinking Water Hotline at (800) 426-4791.
Contaminants that may be present in source water include:
-   Microbial contaminants, such as viruses and bacteria, which may come from sewage treatment plants, septic systems, agricultural livestock operations, and wildlife.
-   Inorganic contaminants, such as salts and metals, which can be naturally-occurring or result from urban storm water runoff, industrial or domestic wastewater discharges, oil and gas production, mining, or farming.
-   Pesticides and herbicides, which may come from a variety of sources such as agriculture, urban storm water runoff, and residential uses.
-   Organic chemical contaminants, including synthetic and volatile organic chemicals, which are by-products of industrial processes and petroleum production, and can also come from gas stations, urban storm water runoff, and septic systems.
-   Radioactive contaminants, which can be naturally-occurring or be the result of oil and gas production and mining activities.
In order to ensure that tap water is safe to drink, EPA prescribes regulations which limit the amount of certain contaminants in water provided by public water systems. FDA regulations establish limits for contaminants in bottled water which must provide the same protection for public health.
Contaminants may be found in drinking water that may cause taste, color, or odor problems.  These types of problems are not necessarily causes for health concerns.  For more information on taste, odor, or color of drinking water, please contact the system's business office.
You may be more vulnerable than the general population to certain microbial contaminants, such as Cryptosporidium, in drinking water.  Infants, some elderly, or immunocompromised persons such as those undergoing chemotherapy for cancer; persons who have undergone organ transplants; those who are undergoing treatment with steroids; and people with HIV/AIDS or other immune system disorders, can be particularly at risk from infections. You should seek advice about drinking water from your physician or health care providers.  Additional guidelines on appropriate means to lessen the risk of infection by Cryptosporidium are available from the Safe Drinking Water Hotline (800-426-4791).

If present, elevated levels of lead can cause serious health problems, especially for pregnant women and young children. Lead in drinking water is primarily from materials and components associated with service lines and home plumbing. We are responsible for providing high quality drinking water, but we cannot control the variety of materials used in plumbing components. When your water has been sitting for several hours, you can minimize the potential for lead exposure by flushing your tap for 30 seconds to 2 minutes before using water for drinking or cooking. If you are concerned about lead in your water, you may wish to have your water tested. This is an alert about your drinking water and a cosmetic dental problem that might affect children under nine years of age. At low levels, fluoride can help prevent cavities, but children drinking water containing more than 2 milligrams per liter (mg/L) of fluoride may develop cosmetic discoloration of their permanent teeth (dental fluorosis). The drinking water provided by your community water system West Roosevelt MHP has a fluoride concentration of 2.58 mg/L.
Dental fluorosis, in its moderate or severe forms, may result in a brown staining and/or pitting of the permanent teeth. This problem occurs only in developing teeth, before they erupt from the gums. Children under nine should be provided with alternative sources of drinking water or water that has been treated to remove the fluoride to avoid the possibility of staining and pitting of their permanent teeth. You may also want to contact your dentist about proper use by young children of fluoride-containing products. Older children and adults may safely drink the water.

Violation Corrective Actions and Public Notice Access 

West Roosevelt MHP Management has addressed the above indicated violations as required by TCEQ via public notices which can been seen on the placard (next to mailboxes) at the park entrance or on our website westrooseveltmhp.com under public notice tab.

The E coli violation monitoring violation was assessed in error as all samples were collected within 24 hours.  TCEQ requirements are 4 additional samples taken within 24 hours of the positive sample from upstream, downstream, untreated water directly from well and at the original testing site that showed the positive test.  All the follow up test were negative for any coliform bacteria, meaning the original positive sample was contaminated by the person obtaining the sample.  The test results were supplied to TCEQ once notice of violation received and the violation was cleared November 2021.
The remaining violations were assessed under the previous ownership and have been addressed and public notice provided by the 2019 consumer confidence report and consumer confidence addendum public notice compliance outreach 2018, both of these publications have been posted on the park entrance placard (next to mailboxes) and on the website in 2018, 2019, 2020 and 2021.  Our corrective actions were performed via public notices and  returned to compliance November 2021.
The park has completed the water storage required TCEQ.  We are currently submitting all the information to TCEQ to get final approval to implement the new system.  We apologize for the time it has taken to complete but due to the pandemic, equipment failure and the difficulty in equipment replacement plus some additional valve placements to assist in isolating different park sections significantly reducing water down times, the completion has been delayed and very labor intensive.  We have diligently worked to get this completed so we can provide you with the best water system in the County.
